Who can be nominated?

Who can nominate?

Information to be provided in the nominating petition:
Nominations must be assembled carefully and completely, and should include:

1. Name of nominee(s)
2. Description of leadership activities (100-500 words).

Nominations for this award may acknowledge a student’s role in natural resource clubs and
organizations, community outreach, peer tutoring and mentoring, and other activities that
advance the mission of the School.

Selection Procedure

An Awards Committee, composed of student, faculty, and staff representatives, and
appointed by the School Director, will select the award recipient based on nomination
petitions submitted via google form.
